1 This fee (which is sometimes called the internment fee) is the charge made for digging and closing a new grave or for reopening
and closing an existing grave.

2 In England, Wales and Northern Ireland, you will usually need to pay doctors’ fees as well. This is the charge for two doctors to
sign the Medical Certificates for Cremation, and is currently £82.
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
